Everything you do and 

every time you do it, there comes along someone who is bent on undoing what you have done and destroying 

your reputation in the process! In spite of all that Paul was facing, the theme of the letter he wrote to the Phi-

lippian believers was one of ñjoy and rejoicing.ò How could he do that?
